The story of the expedition of two brothers – Dawid Andres and Hubert Kisiński – travelled the length of the Amazon River on pontoons outfitted with bikes; no ordinary bikes but Amazonian bikes!

In just six months they travelled more than eight thousand kilometres, traversing three countries, two climatic zones and three time zones. They crossed the Andes, bathed at the source of the largest river in the world, survived several storms and encounters with pirates, wandered through the jungle, to finally reach the mouth of the Amazon.

For one of the brothers the expedition was a dream come true, for the other one – the last chance to save himself. For both it was a great adventure and a valuable life lesson.
